It was the General Breed Show Riding Horse with 15 entries in the Bob Charter arena. Aztec and Dean ‘kept their cool’ and came out of the class with a very creditable 4th. 

Forsyte Nearly Tickets and Taylor Smith began their dream Horse Of The Year with a bang! They were Champion Partbred Welsh Gelding In Hand and our first horse through to the Supremes on the Sunday. Later in the afternoon Tickie and Taylor went immaculately in the GHS Show Pony class and were not only first in their height category, but also Champion Show Pony! Through also to the Supreme Ridden Championship on Sunday! 

Harties started Thursday ‘on a roll’. Caegwyn Millennium and Georgia Diedericks won both the Ridden Purebred Welsh and Purebred Welsh Show Hunter and then went on to be Champion Purebred Ridden. Another pony through to the Supremes! Later in the day Millie also won her Cub Hunter class. 

While the Welshies were competing in the David & Charlotte Stubbs arena, Aztec and Dean were in the East Arena competing in the Partbred and Anglo Arab classes. They won the Champion Gelding In Hand. Our third horse through to the Supremes on Sunday! Aztec also won his Novice Ridden class. This stunning steel grey four year old is a superstar in the making!  

Then Jebel Double or Quits and Megan Cleary started their show. Firsts in Novice Partbred Welsh Show Riding, Novice Partbred Welsh Show Hunter, Novice Partbred Welsh Working Riding and Partbred Welsh Fox Hunter. Reserve Championships in the Partbred Welsh Show Riding and Show Hunter. Then late in the afternoon Double or Quits was judged Champion Junior Show Riding Horse in the GHS classes. Our fourth horse through to the Supremes! Unplaced in one Working class and first in all his other classes. 

Meanwhile Tickets and Taylor were continuing their winning streak and had 2nd’s in the, very hotly contested, Partbred Welsh Show Pony, Show Riding, and Working Riding classes. Tickets went on to win the Welsh Working Pony Championship and were Reserve Champion Partbred Welsh Show Pony. Through for a third time to the Supremes on Sunday! 

Just Double or Quits and Tickets competed on the Friday. Tickets was second in the GHS Show Riding Pony and Double or Quits won his GHS Junior Show Hunter class. 

It is just such an honor to qualify for the Supremes, that the actual final placings are not that important. But we were proud that Aztec made it through to the top 7 in the Supreme Gelding class and Double or Quits made it through to the top 10 in the Supreme Ridden Championship. 

BUT Sunday was definitely Tickets and Taylor’s day! They won the Supreme Gelding Championship and were in the Top Five of the Supreme Ridden Championship.  What a wonderful show they had!!
