FS&NC Ultimate Dressage Rider Challenge

New Exciting Competition:  FS&NC Ultimate Dressage Rider Challenge:  

All the age groups for each grade will have a Rider ranking list (Pony Riders, Junior Riders and Adult Riders.  Adult Riders will also have an Amateur ranking list – that is for riders who have never won a section in a major  dressage show (SA Champs, SANEF, FEI) in the Adult division).  

6 Identified Shows (identified at the beginning of the year) will be used to calculate the scores.  The best 3 scores of each rider (one score per show of the Series) will be used to identify the Top 3 Ranking Riders. (Therefore a rider must at least do 3 of the 5 identified shows; plus then the end of the year show)   The top 3 riders will do a Derby type test at the end of the year show. The winner of this competition will be the FS&NC Ultimate Dressage Rider Challenge Champion for that grade for the year.

Scores will be calculated as follows:

-10 points to the winner, 9 points to second place, 8 points to third place, etc. (Regardless of the number of competitors in the class)
Prizes and Trophies to be awarded to the winners of the different categories of the ranking list, at the final series show.  A Levy will be charged – as the show jumping does – to provide prize money for the Ranking winners for the final show.  

After each competition a leader in the series will be determined.  The leader of the series wears a green armband at a show, to show everyone that he/she is in the lead.  If someone else overtakes him, the armband goes to the new leading rider.
The Ranking lists are for riders (they can ride different horses, if a rider has more than one horse in a grade, the rider must nominate at the beginning of the show which horse’s score to be used for the ranking of that competition. 

Show dates for this series:

Harties – Inter Discipline show (show jumping and dressage)

21&22 April
Kathu - Chairmen’s Cup (areas vs. areas vs. Chairman’s team selected)

5&6 May
Parys - SANEF dressage competition

4&5 Aug
KEC – FS Dressage Championships

10&11 Nov
Welkom – End of the Year show (Derby type competition for top 3 riders)

Leg 1 of the competition:  Inter Discipline competition: DRESSAGE & SHOWJUMPING (Harties – Feb 2012)

1.  At this show every rider who enters for the Inter Discipline Competition has to do a dressage test and a show jumping class (can be on a different horse/pony) and the combined score will count One Show Jumper per Dressage horse/pony. 

2. There is prize money for each age group in each dressage grade entered. 

3. The entry form must clearly state which horses/ponies are paired and in which grades/heights. See example on entry form. Please leave a blank line between entries. 

4. Dressage : The category of the competition you are entering for (Novice or Elem, etc) will be decided upon your horse’s dressage grade   Show jumpers, who don’t have dressage grading points with their horse entered, can enter either Prelim or Novice (in the correct age group). Show Jumping: Show jumpers have to compete at the height in which their horse is graded.  Dressage riders, who don’t have show jumping grading points with their horse entered, can enter as follows:  Pony Riders may enter any height from 60cm, Juniors and Adults may enter any height from 70cm

5. The Show Jumpers will score points exactly as the Dressage horses and the combined score will give the result.  :  10 points for a first (no matter how many horse/ponies in the class), 9 for a second, 8 for a third, etc. 

6. A Levy of R5 per entry will be charged to provide prize money for the final show.
